But it did help  that  the race distance was reduced  by several kilometres due to road works at Tring.

Dave Johnson    finished 4th overall and took 2nd prize  in the veterans category producing a time of 35.06   The fast improving Kevin Holloway recorded 36.47.  Chris Greig  came home in exactly 38 minutes.   14 year old Jo Holloway finished 3rd in the junior field with a time of  44.24.
The  previous afternoon Chris Greig was one of 4  Wycombe riders competing in the Middlesex Road Club's 10 mile time trial held on the A4 at   Woolhampton.

Again very windy conditions confronted the riders but there were some excellent early season times recorded,  Cliff Grant produced a very fast time  of 23.05
Chris Greig  24.41  Dave Lancaster  25.57.  and disability rider Richard Davies 26.34.   

Elsewhere Brendan Divall ran into problems competing in the penultimate round of the Gorrick MBC's Spring XC mountain bike series held at  Deepcut.  Brendan eventually finished 20th in the veterans category .
Steve  Golla was not racing this weekend, he and  ladies champion Heather Spittles  took time out of their busy training schedule  to get married.   The wedding took place  at St Dunstans Church Monks Risborough where they walked through  an arch of Wheels as they left the Church.  Steve will be back racing on the 15th April when he takes part in the Archer International Road Race.

The strong presence of High Wycombe Cycling Club  riders demonstrates the strength of the local Club by fielding 31 riders.   Together with organising  the race means there will be a presence of around  60  members involved  on the day.

Wycombe riders include the  Wycombe Youth Development squad riders, a  ladies team and a Senior mens teams,  It is believed to be the largest number of Wycombe riders to compete in an open event at the same time.
The  Headquarters is at Knowl Hill Village hall and the race starts opposite.  Riders will meet the A4 turning left Reading direction.   Time of start:     first man  will leave the time keeper at 8.15am.    Last riders will be Dave Johnson and Ralf Dadswell who compete on the Tandem Trike and  they will leave the time keeper at 10.00am.
There will be a prize presentation after the event where Lesley’s parents Mick and Cath Cole will present the ‘Lesley Cole’  Memorial  Cup to the fastest overall rider.

Refreshments will be on sale and all profits  will go to the Foundation for the Study of Infant Death.
