The previous afternoon the Wycombe champion had ridden to a useful 6th place in the Farnborough & Camberley  CC Open 10 mile time trial held on the  A33 Bentley By-pass  where he clocked a very fast time of   20mins. 50sec. again it was a very close race among the top riders  with only 27 seconds separating the top 6 riders,  Steve   was fastest rider in the club points league 10 mile time trial  held on Tuesday where he  recorded 21min.20sec. from Dave Johnson 22.14  and  Rob Fletcher 3rd 22.28.
Meanwhile  Brendan Divall took the first round of the Hughenden Hilly Chiltern Cup 17 mile time trial.  Brendan  zipped round the tough  course that takes the riders from the start in Hughenden up  Cryers Hill   then via Prestwood, Princes Risborough,  climbing back to the Whip and retrace to Prestwood   to  finish back in Hughenden.  Brendan's time of 52.01  was 2 minutes quicker than  Paul Mace  54.17.  James Norris  54.53. Nick Calkin  55.00.  Greg Lewis  56.05.  Dave Hawkins 56.35.  Keith Snook  63.21.  Top Junior Adam Poole finished in 64.00  Andrew  Mullis  64.38. Chris Miles   65.02.  Chris lost over a minute when he was forced to take evasive action after a van balked him  at one of the junctions.   Matt Thomas  65.06.  Chris Poole  65.11.  Paul New  65.37.  John Francis  65.56.  Anna Holder best lady  78.14. 16 year old James Ralphs  81.44.   ‘The Chiltern Cup’   is run over  two races the first being held  in May and the second in  July   with the best performance over the two to win  the trophy.
