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HIGH WYCOMBE CYCLING CLUB REPORT 12TH February 2007

The High Wycombe Cycling  Club’s Veterans Team of Nick Calkin  and Kevin  Holloway  competed in the ‘Trailbreak Fat Tyre Navigator’  3.5 hour  orienteering  competition on Sunday morning,    held over  a  notoriously difficult  course that took in the   North Downs near Bramley in  Surrey.   The Wycombe duo  started strongly over the very wet and muddy bridleways and  made very  good progress without making   many  mistakes. When they had been riding for  2 hours they decided to miss a couple of easy checkpoints, which would have pushed them over their time limit  and they decided to  concentrate on the remaining higher scoring controls.   This strategy paid off when they  completed the tough course to finish in 3hours  28mins having collected   660 points which saw   them  clinch  1st place in the Veterans  Team category and 2nd place overall.

 

The third Club Reliability ride of the winter season takes place this next Sunday the  18th February.   The 100  kilometer  trial follows an interesting figure of eight course that starts from the Guildhall in Wycombe,  riders then climb up through the Hughenden Valley to Hampden Cross Roads, over the hills to Askett,  and Chinnor to meet the A40 at the Lambert Arms, following the A40 through to Postcombe to  turn   towards Thame.  Riders then follow  the road to Benson and  Watlington to meet the A40.  The final sting in the tail will come with the tough twisting climb of Aston Rowant Hill up into Stokenchurch    before finishing with the 5 mile drop into West Wycombe.  Fast Group will leave at 9.0am .  Medium group 9.10am    and the   Medium Steady  group at 9.20am
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
