Unfortunately  the Club’s  Junior   riders, Adam Pool and Andrew Colsell did not survive their first outing in big bunch racing  along side senior riders,  but they did gain extremely valuable bunched road race experience as did Gareth Batson who also competed.
Steve Rew  finished in the prizes on Saturday when he competed  in the Northampton & District     ‘Sporting’   20.5 mile   time trial held at  Botolph Claydon.  Steve  was  2nd fastest  from a  strong 60 man field  with a time of   48.07  and he finished  1st fastest veteran  and fastest on age standard for the 40 to 49 year old age group  with a plus allowance of 5.27.  

Wycombe team of  Clive Nicholls, Nick Calkin and Greg Lewis finished 4th fastest club team in the Antelope RT  31 mile   Team Time Trial held  Saturday on the  Longwick course,  clocking a time of  1.12.44.   Colin Fury,  led Richard Davies and Gareth Batson to 9th fastest club team with 1.18.19.   And star of the event was 14 year old Jo Holloway who helped     Paul Morrissey and  Chris Poole  to 21st team place in  a time of 1.27.41.     Unfortunately  Wycombe’s other teams, Dave Johnson and Rob Fletcher   lost   Terry Leaves who  punctured on the second lap.  Dave and Rob still   completed the course to record a time of  1.15.50.   Paul Mace and Kevin Holloway also competed again with only 2 men,    their  third man went down with a virus the previous day, but they still recorded a very worthy time of time of  1.14.13.
Dave Johnson finished  5th place in the Maidenhead & District CC Open  15 mile  time trial held over 2 laps    at Fyfield   just south of Maidenhead .   Dave recorded a  quick time of  32.54.   Also competing was disability category rider Richard Davies who   covered the course in 38.31.
Nick Calkin  & Kevin Holloway competed  in the gruelling 100 kilometres off road trial organised by Winchcombe Cycling Club on Sunday.  This popular  Mountain Bike race  is  now in its 23rd year  and saw 1,000 riders  of all ages taking part. A police escort led the riders through the  busy Winchcombe  town start.  And both Nick and Kevin  riding almost side by side gradually picked up the pace   passing  many of the riders.      Nick  at one time was riding with a group of 4 other riders about   100 metres behind the  leaders  when suddenly the leading pack took a wrong turn this gave Nick the chance to break away  to take over the  lead,     before the main group chased him down and eventually passed him , not to be perturbed the Wycombe mountain bike champion pressed on  and once again passed the leading group who were beginning to fade . Still feeling strong Nick continued to keep up the fast pace  and after  a long hard finishing sprint  he crossed the line in joint  1st place with a time of 4hours 22secs.  Kevin also finished  in a   very good time of 4hour 55mins.  Sebastian Fisher finished a few minutes further down.
Rob Barnes  was one of 45 riders competing at  the Hillingdon Circuit on Thursday evening .  Throughout the 45 minute race riders were repeatedly on the attack,   despite this the bunch held together  until the final lap when things started to  get a bit fraught with riders jockeying for positions,  despite getting boxed in on the finish up hill finish  Rob  finished   in a fine 8th place.
The first evening time trial on the Club points league calendar for 2007  will be held this Tuesday  17th  April  it is  one of 24 races that form the  summer long  League.        
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
