High Wycombe Cycling Club riders were among the 150 strong field competing in the National 50 mile Time Trial Championship held  on Sunday morning  promoted by the Icknield Road Club and held on the A1 in Bedfordshire.  

Mixed fortunes bestowed the team.  Steve Golla recorded a personal best time of 1.50.03. while Dave Johnson suffered a puncture, and although he was handed a wheel he lost valuable time, but still finished with a time of 1.54.50.  Duncan Smith  clocked a creditable 2.4.00   and  Greg Lewis riding the distance for only the second  time recorded a 2.6.36.  The Championship was won by multi time trial champion Michael Hutchinson (In-Gear Quickvit RT) 1.42.22.

Closer to home a  Wycombe team were competing in the West London Combine Association 25 mile time trial held on the A413 Tatling End – Gt.Missenden  course where two Trophies were up for grabs.  The ‘E.Burnnett’ Handicap Cup awarded to the fastest Wycombe rider  on Handicap time, this went to Tracy Jaquest who knocked 9 minutes from her previous best time recorded earlier this season  to record a handicap time of 1.1.11 (18 mins handicap),  Tony Briggs  came home in 2nd spot with 1.1.23 (10), followed by  Richard Davies  1.3.23 (2.30),   Dave Lancaster    1.3.55  (scratch),  John Francis 1.4.23 (6),   Stuart King  1.4.47 (3),   Gordon Wright 1.5.35.(scratch),   Paul New 1.10.04 (1.30),   Alasdair MacVarish 1.12.00.  (6)
The Line Cup which is  awarded to the fastest rider who has not previously beaten a 1.8.00 before  for the distance went to Stuart King after recording for his 1.7.47.

Elsewhere  Cliff Grant and Dave Lancaster benefited by a trip to Andover to compete in the Bournemouth Jubilee  10 mile time trial on Saturday where they  produced  22.37 and 22.56 respectfully .
Clive Nicholls and Neil Coventry took 1st place in the Victoria 2 up Team 10.2 mile sporting time trial held  at Ugley in Essex recording  a winning time of 22.14. 

Steve Golla , Paul Mace, Rob Fletcher and James Norris were spinning the legs at the Milton Keynes Bowl on Thursday night  where  Steve finished  2nd   Paul 3rd   and James Norris out sprinted an aggressive bunch to take 4th place along with Rob  Fletcher 7th.     For James Norris  it was his first race in with the elite riders having just moved up to a 2nd category rider  after his 4th place in the Banbury Star road race last Sunday.
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
