Steve  is currently lying in 4th place   in the 2007 Best British All round time trial  competition (BBAR)  and with a month  still to go to the close of  the season it is now looking very good for Steve who has a strong prospect of finishing in the top ten  by the time the prestigious national competition finishes at the end of September.  

Second claim High Wycombe member,  Michelle Ayres from Marlow  sliced  4 minutes from  her 50 mile  time to improve on her current 6th place ranking in the ladies British  rankings  of the BBAR competition  
A  Wycombe team   took  part in the Hillingdon CC    ‘Invitation Ladies and Old Crocks’   10 mile time trial held on the A413 Great Missenden – Wendover road.

60 year old Ray Tyrell,   in his first year of racing and competing in  only his second open time trial finished   8th   fastest overall.  Ray produced an impressive time of 27.26.    Margaret Wright   missed out as the fastest lady by 5 seconds recording 28.57.  Tracey Jaquest  recorded 29.50   for  3rd best lady.  While Pauline Eeodotou  who   is also new to time trialing this season was  4th best of the ladies   field  in 29.24.  
Veteran Keith Snook  has finished   2nd  in the 50 to 54 year old category of the LVRC  ‘King of the   Bowl’ road race series at Milton Keynes Bowl.  The  series  covers 12 events held throughout the summer at the  Bowl every Tuesday evening.

PARIS – BREST-PARIS     Randonneur  2007

On the 20th August  more than 4,000 randonneurs started the  legendary  PARIS-BREST-PARIS (P.B.P.) Randonneur cycle trial, which is the Everest of   randonneur rides in Europe.   Included amongst  them was High Wycombe Cycling Club’s  Mark Black who only joined the local  Club in  2006. 

The event is run under the auspices of the Audax Club Parisien which was founded in 1904.    Since 1931, thousands of randonneur's have tried their hand at this the most famous   of all randonneur events  the 1200 km (750 miles) PBP, which must be completed in 90 hours.  Riders set off on the 20th August  and had to be back in Paris no more than 90 hours later  on the 24th August. All rides  had to be self paced.
Mark completed his ride in around 80 hours, an outstanding performance at his first attempt at such a huge distance randonneur event.   

1000’s  of   spectators  encouraged  the riders through the many French villages on the route.  Plus also there were  hundreds of volunteers who helped the riders  throughout the journey at the controls and the feed stops. 

To qualify for entry to the PBP  Mark had to complete qualifying rides  over 200, 300, 400 and 600 km rides in the UK under the rules and auspices of the International Randonneur organisation.
Mark averaged  around 12 to 15 miles per hour whilst  riding with  a few short sleep stops throughout the ride, some literally by the road side others in whatever shelters could be found on the way.  
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
